B. He had some type of handicap. 

3. You need a genuine prayer life. 
Jabez prayed for three things: 

A. God’s power in his life. 

B. God’s presence in his life. 

C. God’s protection over my life. 

Oh, that You would bless me indeed, and enlarge my territory, that 
Your hand would be with me, and that You would keep me from evil, 
that I may not cause pain!
